Before installing the Arriva doorset please ensure you have carried

out the recommendations in the Wall Construction Preparation

booklet. Familiarise yourself with these instructions fully before

starting to install the doorset.
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Your delivery will include one or both of the boxes below

> Hinge jamb and corresponding reveal > Strike jamb and corresponding reveal
depending on your order. Ensure you have everything you need

prior to installation - sizes should be checked on the frame box

as shown below.

> IMPORTANT INFORMATION

It is important that timber doors are stored in the correct manner
prior to installation. Let solid wood doors acclimatise at normal

room temperature for several days prior to installation.

They must be protected from exposure to excessive moisture and
stored horizontally on a level surface on 3 or more equally spaced
bearers, away from ground floor level. Itis also recommended that

any wrappings be left in place for as long as possible.

Do not lean doors on their edge up against a wall. This will almost

certainly cause them to warp and distort.

Fire door leafs and doorsets are interal joinery components. As
such, their handling and storage prior to installation should ensure
that they are protected from rain, sun, and splashing by corrosive

or staining materials - preferably in a ventilated building.

Door leafs and doorsets that are clear lacquered or varmnished
should be subject to storage that protects them from being

unevenly exposed to sunlight.

>STEP 1 Check opening

It is very important to ensure that the opening is square and level
and the opening dimensions are correct. (Opening dimensions
are obtained from the EZY-Jamb door schedule provided for your
project and are also listed on the frame box.) Locate the frame for

the opening and open the pack.
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If using concealed hinges
If concealed hinges are to be used, make the notches in the
studwork for them now. Details on how to do this are covered in

the Arriva hinge installation instructions included with this pack.

> ROC-York notch

> SOSS notch
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>S8TEP 2 Hinge jamb

Ensure the black plastic clip is slotted into the top of the hinge

jamb with the slot facing away from the perforated edge.

> STEP 3 Head jamb installation

The hinge jamb is installed first. Check all the cage nuts are in situ

before you start.

The reveal clips into the jamb over the stud wall as shown. Make
sure the frame is upright and an equal distance from the opposite
stud. Fix into position with 4 drywall screws (at least 50mm long)
evenly spaced along the length of the jamb through the perforated

flange.

Important
Before installation is complete, further screws will be required. This

is covered in Step 9. Do not completely secure frame yet.

Cage Nuts
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> STEP 4 Head jamb installation

Remove the second black clip from the top of the latch jamb and

fit into the latch side of the head jamb.

>S8TEP 5 Head jamb installation

Now slot the opposite end of the head into the black clip at the
top of the already installed hinge jamb. Clip its associated reveal

into place and once level secure with 2-3 screws either side.
Important

Before installation is complete, further screws will be required. This

is covered in Step 8. Do not completely secure frame yet.

>S8TEP 6 | aich plate position

Now slot the strike jamb over the black clip located into the head

in Step 4.

Before fixing the jamb in position, mark out and mortice the latch

stud to accommodate the plastic latch plate insert.
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> STEP 7 Install latch jamb

Now the latch mortice has been made, install the strike jamb in
the same manner as the head and hinge jamb. Ensure the frame
is plumb and square. A framing square may be useful at this

stage.

Optional - 4 sided frames
I the frame being installed is 4 sided, the threshold jamb will need

to be installed also.

The bottom of the side jambs will be notched and black plastic

clip inserted as shown in the image opposite.

The threshold jamb is supplied notched and they fit together as

shown opposite.

Insert first one end into the comer clip and then the other. Ensure

itis sitting square and fix into place using 2-3 screws either side.
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>STEP 8 Hang door leaf

Now hang the door to ensure it swings correctly and smoothly
and the frame is true. Check that the gaps around the sides are
2.5-83mm. Make adjustments to the frame if required. If the doors
have not been provided with the frames, a dummy door can be

provided.
Important

Specific instructions on hanging the door leaf are found in the

Arriva hinge installation instructions.

> STEP 9 Fix every 200mm

Check the perforated side flanges sit flat against the plasterboard
and screw at 200mm centres around the frame through the flange

into the studwork.

Double screw all the ends of the frame as shown.

>STEP 10 Double screw

If using concealed hinges then a double screw is required above
and below the hinge notch through the perforated flange as

shown opposite.

Now the frame is fully installed, remove the door, and protect and

store in a safe place until plastering and decorating is complete.
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> STEP 11 Plasier tape

Apply plaster fibre tape to the top cormers at 45 degrees.

Important
If using concealed hinges you will need to apply 2 layers of plaster

tape over the hinge jamb.

> STEP 12 Plastering / Decoration

Finish up to the stop bead with multi-finish plaster skim or tape

and jointing compound. This conceals the frame and all fixings.
Once the plaster/jointing compound has dried, the wall and frame

can be painted. The frame will need a metal primer applied (if

supplied unfinished) and can then be painted as required.

> STEP 13 Re-hang door leaf

The door can now be re-hung. If the door is fire rated then the
intumescent strips provided will need to be fitted to the groove in

the door edge.




> STEP 14 Fitiing the latch

Fit the latch or lock to the door. Fitting of the strike / latch plate is
straight forward as it is surface mounted over the frame via 2 PH2

self drilling screws.

Important
Keep the drill torque low to avoid tumning the screws out of the

frame or loosing the thread.

SELF CLOSERS

If the doorset is required to be self closing then a standard
overhead closer can be used. If a concealed closer is required,

the Dorma TS 96 overhead concealed closer is used.

The standard overhead closer is installed in the usual manner.
When using the concealed closer, the door leaf will be prepared
to receive the body of the closer and the head frame will be
supplied with a cut out for the closer arm channel. The closer arm

channel needs to be fitted to the head stud behind the frame.
